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HAZARD ALERT

SWIMMING AND BOATING 

HAZARD:

Potential propeller or other serious injuries resulting from collision between swimmers/ snorkelers and boaters.

CAUSE:

Boaters are not staying clear (at least 100 yards away) from swimming areas where snorkelers and swimmers are in danger of colliding with the boat or coming in contact with the boat’s propellers.

PREVENTION:

Snorkelers:  Diver’s flags are available at the Marina counter for checkout to ensure visibility and serve as a warning for boaters nearby while you’re in the water.

Boaters:  Stay clear at least 100 yards away from swimming areas.  Below are the areas designated for the use of swimming, snorkeling, and boating on the island.

Supervisors:  Ensure widest dissemination of hazard and precautionary measures.

Remember:  Swimming and snorkeling from small boats is not authorized while fishing.

Areas Designated Solely for the Use of Swimming and Snorkeling

Swimming and snorkeling are authorized between Eclipse Point (O’Club), southwards to the southern end of NSF Admin Building (B-136), and Eastwards for a distance of 100 yards from the low water mark on the lagoon side.

Swimming and snorkeling are authorized between Buildings 1524 and 1526 (Fire House Park) and Eastwards for a distance of 100 yards from the low water mark on the lagoon side.

Swimming and snorkeling are authorized between Building 1528 (Ye Ole Swimming Hole) southwards to Building 1527 (Beach Hut) and eastwards for a distance of 100 yards from the low water mark on the lagoon side.

Swimming and snorkeling are not permitted from any other beach area, or from the oceanside.

The islands at the lagoon entrance are within the Strict Conservation Areas and neither swimming nor snorkeling is allowed in that vicinity. 

Areas Designated Solely for the Use of Boating (Including Power Sail and Windsurfing)

Boating, both power and sail, is authorized between B-1526 (Fire House Park) southwards to B-1528 (Ye Ole Swimming Hole) and eastwards for a distance of 100 yards from the low water mark.  Care must be taken near adjacent swimming areas.

Boating is not allowed within 100 yards of any other beach between the Deep Draft Wharf and Eclipse Point (O’Club).  

The islands at the lagoon entrance are within the Strict Conservation Area and boating is not allowed in that vicinity.
